The Moon 
The Moon tells you about your children's emotional nature and basic needs. It is also the key to how 

they experience intimacy in relationships. The Moon tells you about your children's relationship with 

their mother, how they experience their mother's nurturing. As a result it can also give you insights 

on how to best nurture your children as babies and maturing young adults. When a child feels safe 

and has their basic needs met, they are better able to achieve their goals later in life. 
 

The Moon is in Scorpio 
Baby Harper is born wise. She looks like she has been somewhere deep and mysterious and is 

ready for a new life. Intensity is a key word for baby Harper's life, both her own intense feelings, 

and those surrounding her. As such it is possible that baby Harper's birth is surrounded by 

dramatic circumstances. Her birth may have been dramatic causing strong emotional responses 

from her parents. Or perhaps Harper's birth coincides with a crisis in her parents' lives. Whatever 

the scenario, Harper needs to be dealt with in a sensitive and careful manner. 

 

Harper may be a demanding baby and child. This is because she needs to feel an emotional 

response from those around her. This is best done if parents acknowledge Harper's need for 

company, keeping her close by.

The Moon is in the 4th House

mother's warmth and loving affection. For this reason it is important that Harper's mother ensures 

that baby Harper gets plenty of tender loving care and that her home is warm and inviting. Any 

change in mother's routine needs to be undertaken with sensitivity to Harper's feelings. Otherwise 

she could become distressed. 

 

Childcare may be better carried out in the home environment or by another caring woman, rather 

than at a child care centre. As she grows older young Harper may prefer to play at home rather 



than go to visit friend's homes.

The Sun 
The Sun represents your child's identity. It describes your child's basic personality traits and their 

talents. It also tells you how your children think of themselves; how they need to express themselves; 

how they need to shine in their lives; how they feel alive. It is the centre of a child's self-expression. 

The Sun can also tell us about a child's father. 
 

The Sun is in Cancer 
The family nest plays an important role in the life of a Cancer Sun sign child. Harper enjoys 

interacting with family members, particularly those with a gentle and loving approach. In fact it's 

likely that extended family members play an important role in supporting Harper during babyhood, 

childhood and perhaps even in her adult life. Harper's father may also play a prominent nurturing 

role in her life.

The Ascendant is in Leo

However, it is possible for us to influence 

the development of our children, to support them in their journey. The aim of this section is to give 

vital clues for parents and mentors on how to guide, but not coerce, the development of your child. 
 

The Sun is Trine The Moon 
A sunny natured child, Harper shines under the influence of this combination of the Sun and Moon. 

Her mother and father agree that young Harper is special and together they decide on the best 

methods of raising their wonderful child. Harper is fortunate to spend her early childhood under 

the nurturing influence of parental harmony. As a result Harper develops a natural curiosity and 

has the confidence to explore her environment. Harper enjoys new adventures and quickly adapts 

to changing routines. In fact Harper's eagerness to discover new horizons may leaad her into a few 

scrapes.

In some cases Harper's family or mother may have an unusual occupation or lifestyle. Depending 

on other aspects of Harper's chart, she either enjoys the stimulation of a changing environment, or 

is unsettled by the lack of routine. Either way Harper has the opportunity to develop as a 

resourceful, inventive and independent person. As a young child she may experience sudden mood 

changes as she learns to come to terms with life's challenges. 

 

Parents do well to encourage Harper's unique talents, and try to discipline through creative means 

rather than traditional ones because it is likely that Harper is a non-conformist. Strict discipline 

brings out the rebellious side of young Harper's nature and parents can be surprised at how 

stubborn she can be. Creative solutions to problems help Harper learn without having a strong, 

negative emotional reaction. She may also have an unusual talent, which needs nurturing rather 

than thwarting. Harper fares well when loving adults enjoy her unique approach to life. 
 



Pluto is Semisquare The Moon 
Harper is a sensitive and reflective child with a strong emotional nature. As a baby Harper is likely 

to form a strong bond with her mother or another important female caregiver. This bond plays a 

crucial role in her upbringing. The advantages of this are that Harper enjoys an intensely 

rewarding relationship with an important woman, which helps her blossom as a young adult. She 

learns how to express her feelings in a positive manner within a safe and rewarding relationship. 

However, it is also possible that Harper can demand a little too much from the woman in her young 

life, and therefore feel disappointed when someone important fails to live up to her expectations. As 

a youngster this is the likely time when Harper's intense feelings erupt in the form of tantrums. 

Therefore it is important that Harper is allowed to express her feelings in a safe manner, but that 

any manipulative behaviour is not rewarded. 

 

Hobbies and pastimes that either demand concentrated effort or that encourage emotional self-

expression are important. These could include the dramatic arts, energetic sports, or building 

models. A pet could also be an ideal way for Harper to learn about the emotional side of 

relationships. 
 

Saturn is Sextile Mercury 
Now here's a child who needs a lot of approval and support, particularly from her father or an 

important male mentor. The more love and kindness that Harper receives, the more she is able to 

express herself in her daily life with confidence. The reason for this is that the combination of the 

planets Saturn and Mercury can be a difficult one, presenting some pitfalls in early childhood 

development. In other words young Harper may face difficulties in her ability to learn and 

communicate. This, in turn, affects her self-confidence. 

 

Harper may be shy, preferring the safety of her home rather than venturing out and about. Harper 

could be slow to talk and read. Perhaps school seems a bit overwhelming to young Harper. She 

prefers to spend time reading in her own room rather than socialising with her friends. Harper is 

sensitive to criticism, particularly any harsh words from her father or a prominent male member of 

the family. On the other hand Harper slowly blossoms when praised by her father. She also 

responds well to a male mentor's patient words of wisdom. Harper needs a slow, methodical 

approach when being given any instructions. She works better within a structured environment. 

With calm handling Harper gradually gains self-understanding and a wisdom that is beyond her 

years. Another positive note that is most of Harper's learning difficulties are experienced in her 

early youth. As she matures, social and communication skills and study becomes easier. It is almost 

as if Harper is born with a greater intelligence that needs to be carefully nurtured during childhood 

in order for it to be fully expressed as she matures. 

 

As Harper grows older, she is likely to excel in a specialised subject of her choice. Her selection of 

topic depends on other aspects of her birth chart. Parents need to make sure that Harper is able to 

choose her own study topics as much as is possible. Excessive parental control could have a 

detrimental effect, eroding Harper's budding self-confidence. It is interesting to note that the 

famous scientist Albert Einstein experienced learning difficulties at school, and yet later rose to 

prominence in his field. Einstein had a powerful combination (conjunction) of the planets Saturn 

and Mercury in his birth chart. The strength of this association depends on the nature of the 

astrological link. Parents may wish to consult an astrologer. 

 

Jupiter is Sextile Venus 
Good fortune smiles on Harper. The two positive planets of Venus and Jupiter have combined to 

bring happiness, comfort and joy. Harper has many friends and family members who shower her 

with gifts and money. Loved ones are also happy to shower her with affection and favours. 

 

Harper is surrounded with tenderness and kindness. Growing up in warm and loving surroundings 

is certainly an advantage for young Harper. She is happy and secure and able to adjust well to the 

different stages of childhood development. She forms friendships easily and is eager to share her 

good fortune. School is a happy experience. Harper is popular and creative. Academic success 

depends largely on other factors in Harper's birth chart. However, parents are proud of Harper's 



generous and fun-loving nature, and her ability to form positive associations. Mentors, particularly 

mother figures, need only beware of overindulging young Harper. If Harper is too comfortable then 

she may become lazy, waiting for others to provide inspiration rather than attaining her own goals. 

However, it is more likely that young Harper's enthusiasm stands her in good stead for reaching 

her own objectives with plenty of co-operation from willing friends and family members. 

 

Saturn is Square Venus 
Harper needs plenty of love and approval to successfully develop in childhood. She is naturally shy 

and hesitant to form close bonds with friends and family. This may be the result of friction in the 

family home, or a separation from a parent at an early age or it could simply be part of her 

personality. Whatever the cause, Harper finds it difficult to trust loved ones. She finds it difficult to 

accept affection. She withdraws into a world of her own rather than asserting herself. Patience and 

love reap rewards. Harper may never be an outwardly warm and spontaneous child, but with 

constant tenderness and affection from her parents, she can develop in the knowledge that she is 

worthy of love. Slowly and surely parents can teach Harper to trust loving contact rather than fear 

it. 

 

Harper is particularly sensitive to antagonism by her mother. Therefore it is important that Harper 

is able to experience warmth and understanding from her mother, or an important female member 

of her family. 

 

Parents and mentors also need to encourage Harper to interact with friends. She may relate better 

to older children, but it is important that she also learns to play with children of her own age. 

Harper is likely to feel more comfortable with a small circle of true friends, rather than with many 

acquaintances. In rare cases this combination of the planets Saturn and Venus can simply act to 

slow down a very gregarious child, giving her the ability to form close ties with many friends. 
 

Uranus is Square Venus 
Harper needs plenty of liberty to express her independence. Naturally inquisitive, she does not like 

to be tied down, but prefers to be free to explore her own interests. As such Harper's parents need 

to be very flexible with routines and social engagements. 

 

Harper is easily bored and liable to get into trouble until she learns some self-control. She is a 

unique little individual with many and varied interests and friends. Harper also has a tendency to 

act first and think later. This results in some exciting, if somewhat risky, adventures and activities. 

These may involve electricity, chemistry, fireworks or some sort of experiment with a difference. 

She can enjoy adventures on her own but usually she likes to involve her friends in her escapades. 

Parents need to direct Harper's excess energy into lively, but safe, activities. Benefits can be gained 

from enrolling young Harper in children's sports or social clubs. 

 

One of the major challenges facing young Harper is to learn to consider the needs of family and 

friends. Young Harper tends to ride roughshod over loved ones in her efforts to satisfy her own 

desires. In fact, Harper is wilful and rebellious. Parents need to walk a fine line between 

supporting Harper's need for independence and teaching her to co-operate with others. As Harper 

grows older, she needs to be free to choose her friends and some of them might be quite unusual. 

Any interference from her parents is likely to be met with mutiny. Parents would be well advised to 

give Harper her freedom, only taking a firm line if her friendships are particularly unsavoury. She 

enjoys many different friends during the course of her childhood. It takes some time for her to learn 

the value of commitment. This depends, of course, on other aspects of her birth chart. In rare cases 

this combination of the planets Venus and Uranus can indicate a child who has a very unusual 

hobby or pastime that replaces her need for playmates. 
 



Pluto is Opposite Venus 
Harper forms strong emotional connections with friends and family. She is more likely to single out 

one friend or family member, rather than relate to many. This starts when Harper is a baby and 

she forms a close attachment to her mother or a mother figure. Harper demands this woman's full 

attention, refusing to share her mother with siblings or anyone else. On the one hand this can be a 

positive trait. Harper is able to fully depend on a caring adult and therefore develop good self-

esteem in the knowledge that she is deeply loved. She is able to deeply love in return. 

 

A passionate child, Harper throws herself wholeheartedly into her own life and relationships. 

Loved ones respond, aiding her development through the different stages of childhood. On the other 

hand Harper's intensity can cause some problems. Harper may closely guard her relationship with 

her mother. Siblings may be jealous. Mother may inadvertently break the bond with little Harper 

thus sparking feelings of abandonment and rejection. Ill feeling and a lack of self-confidence then 

mar normal childhood development. Harper resorts to manipulative means to try to maintain her 

dependence on her mother. Parents can best help Harper by teaching her to understand and 

express her feelings in appropriate ways. With strong parental support Harper becomes self-

confident, able to form and maintain close ties with friends and family members. Commitment to 

associations and projects then becomes a major strength in young Harper's life. 
 

Saturn is Trine Mars 
Young Harper knows how to work and achieve. She has a serious side to her nature that is obvious 

from a young age. This is because safety and peace of mind play an important role in Harper's 

childhood development. She needs to feel secure and is likely to play her part in achieving a sense 

of accomplishment and security. While other children are out playing Harper is often at work. She 

is organised, hard working and honest with an ability to work methodically towards her goals. This 

is quite unusual in a young child. It is important for parents to ensure that Harper is working to 

achieve her own desires rather than taking responsibility for others in the family. There is a 

temptation for less responsible members of the family to rely on young Harper. Parents, in 

particular her father, need to encourage Harper to have fun. Harper is a practical child and may 

find it difficult to be frivolous and playful. 

 

It is important that young Harper is able to enjoy the carefree side of childhood. The more support 

that she receives from her father, or an important father figure, the easier Harper finds to adjust to 

the different stages of childhood development. She may achieve a prominent position in her career 

later in life or prove adept in running her own business later in life.
